Some things to bring to the workshop:
1) Sun screen/ baseball caps/ mosquito repellent. In the summer, there are mosquitoes in the Marshall's back yard; this is the repellent we put on the children before going there for lunch: https://sawyer.com/products/picaridin-insect-repellent/ You are welcome to pack your own.

2) Labelled water bottles for the park. The kids do get really thirsty after running around. 
3) If your child will be playing in the sprinklers, please have them dressed in appropriate shoes, or pack them a change of shoes since sneakers don't dry fast. A change of clothes and a towel is a good idea too. 

4) ice cream money- we go for ice cream on our way back to the club around 2:45 PM. Depending on what kind they choose, it will cost $3-$6 (regular cones are $3; the floats are $6). Please try to pack exact change!

5) it's fine to bring your own water guns/ balls; lighter balls are safer options. 

6) With the air conditioning, it may actually be a little cold in the Marshall. Packing a sweater just in case is a good idea.

7) The training application and waiver forms- very important!- please email or print out/bring in on the first day. These can be found at the bottom of the page at http://www.marshallchessclub.org/workshops. If you've filled out the Training Member application form before, no need to do that again. But we do need new waiver forms, even if you've submitted them for a recent workshop! Please write in the week (ie June 24-28,2019) somewhere on the page and if you plan to do multiple workshops this summer, please write in "valid for summer 2019" and there won't be a need to do this more than once. 

8) Lunch- pizza, juices, and snacks are provided for lunch, but kids can bring their own lunch/snacks as well. There is a fridge at the Marshall where food can be stored. Past experience has shown that kids do get quite hungry by lunchtime, so please make sure they have a good breakfast or bring in a breakfast/snacks to eat before we begin our lessons at 11. We will also provide a snack of fruits/fresh bread before lessons start. 

Other Workshop Protocols:

Please remind your children about the importance of playing in the park in a way that's considerate and mindful of the other children/adults there, an especially relevant point when it comes to water guns and balls. We would like the kids to have as much fun as possible without creating an inconvenience/danger to anyone else. Also, please remind them that they are not allowed to remove their shoes in the park! Children are sometimes dressed in shoes that aren't convenient for water play so they try to take them off- easiest way to fix that is to make sure they have shoes that are compatible with getting wet/running around. 

Please be sure to check out with a teacher or counselor before leaving the Marshall Chess Club for the day. 
Please make sure your child is aware of what you've packed for them (ie, a change of clothes). We've had instances when children simply aren't aware they have a dry set of clothes in their backpacks. 

Miscellaneous:

· prize giving ceremony based on workshop performance is on Friday afternoon ~4:30 PM. Children can win chess books/chess boards signed by famous players.

· It is not necessary to bring a notation book, as scoresheets are provided, but you are welcome to do so.

· If you'd like to take your child's scoresheet home at the end of the day, please ask their teacher at pick-up the same day. 

· The G/40 morning games are not rated, but they are played in tournament conditions. You can expect for your child to play one/two notated games in the morning. While there is not enough time to analyze each game played, we do endeavor to incorporate the most instructive games into our group lessons.
